Title: Picasso Cubism Pumpkin


Lesson #: 1
Content Standard(s) addressed by this lesson:

After watching the teacher’s cubism demonstration, students will be able to draw a jack-o-lantern, divide their drawing with 3-4 diagonal lines, color the pumpkin with warm crayon colors, and color the background with cool crayon colors.

After finishing their project, students will discuss how their projects are similar and different to Picasso’s cubist work.

	Anticipatory Set
The “hook” to grab students’ attention. These are actions and statements by the teacher to relate the experiences of the students to the objectives of the lesson, To put students into a receptive frame of mind.

An anticipatory set is used any time a different activity or new concept is to be introduced.
	Time: 5 min.

What’s a big holiday that’s coming up at the end of the month? Halloween
What do we like to do to celebrate Halloween? Dress up as spooky creatures and collect candy.
What do people like to do to pumpkins during Halloween? Carve them to make Jack-o-lanterns.

For our next project, we are going to be making jack-o-lanterns in Pablo Picasso’s cubism art style. Raise your hand if you know who Pablo Picasso is.

Show pictures of Picasso and famous examples of his cubism portraits. Have students describe what the paintings look like and how Picasso distorted their shapes. The goal is to have students recognize that shapes can be distorted in a face when they are broken up by criss crossing lines.

	Day 1:
Total Class Time: 40 min.

Learning Target: I can make a cubism pumpkin by breaking up my pumpkin shapes with horizontal, vertical, and diagonal lines. This means that I know how to abstract a 2-D object.
Initial Prep Time:

· Cut construction paper into 9”x12” sheets
· Create teacher sample

· Put out colored pencil bins and fat tip sharpies for each table

Teacher Demonstration:

· Time: 10 min.
· Anticipatory Set (see section)

· Draw the basic shapes of the pumpkin large enough to take up the entire paper. Include a circle for the body, eyes (triangles, squares, and circles), nose, and mouth. Have students use a different shape for the eyes and nose to make it look more abstract. Also, have them think about an emotional expression for the pumpkin to have (happy, sad, angry, scary, surprised, goofy, etc.) as a mouth. 

· Draw 6-8 lines horizontally, vertically, and diagonally across the drawing with a pencil to break up the shapes. They can be placed anywhere on the drawing. Have a visual example of each type of line on the dry erase board. 
· Outline all the drawn pencil lines with fat tip sharpies.

· Show students the teacher example when it comes to coloring and making patterns for the pumpkin and the background. Specific requirement: pumpkin should be made up of warm colors and the background made up of cold colors (ask students to name off the warm and cold colors as a reminder). Each shape should not have a color next to it that is the same. Have them consider using light-to-dark soft shading, color mixing, and coming up with their own patterns.
Student Work Time:

· Time: 27 min.

Clean-Up:

· Time: 3 min.

· Stack projects onto teacher’s desk

· Put away all colored pencils and sharpies. Pick up and put away ones that they find on the ground.

· Pick line leaders and dismiss students that are sitting quietly.

Day 2:

Total Class Time: 40 min.

Learning Target: I can finish drawing my cubism jack-o-lantern and begin coloring it in with warm/cool colored patterns. This means that I know how to separate shapes using contrasting warm and cool colors.  
Initial Prep Time:

· None

Teacher Demonstration:

· None. It’s mainly to remind them of the learning objective and giving them work time.

Student Work Time:

· Time: 37 min.

Clean-Up:

· Time: 3 min.

· Stack projects onto teacher’s desk

· Put away all colored pencils and sharpies. Pick up and put away ones that they find on the ground.

· Pick line leaders and dismiss students that are sitting quietly.

Day 3:

Total Class Time: 40 min.

Learning Target: I can finish my cubism jack-o-lantern pumpkin.
Initial Prep Time:

· None

Teacher Demonstration:

· Remind students that they will work on their projects for 

Student Work Time:

· Time: 30 min.
· Sponge activity: free draw, help deep clean classroom for dream dollars, create a design for a jack-o-lantern carving that you would do with your parents, create a cool design for a Halloween themed t-shirt.

Clean-Up:

· Time: 2 min.

· Put away all colored pencils and sharpies. Pick up and put away ones that they find on the ground.

· Lay out projects on the desk for the gallery walk

Gallery Walk Activity:

· Time: 7 min.
· Model walking around the room with hands behind back and looking at the artwork. The goal is to see what everyone’s created. There should be no talking. Have students do the same thing.

· Have students look at two pictures of Pablo Picasso’s work. Questions: How do our pumpkins look similar to Picasso’s paintings. How are they different from his work?
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· Closure activity: see relevant section

If students finish everything ahead of time and there is extra time, they can watch YouTube videos on pumpkins.

Dismissal:

· Time: 1 min.

· Pick line leaders and dismiss students that are sitting quietly.



	Closure
Those actions or statements by a teacher that are designed to bring a lesson presentation to an appropriate conclusion. Used to help students bring things together in their own minds, to make sense out of what has just been taught. “Any Questions? No. OK, let’s move on” is not closure. Closure is used:

· To cue students to the fact that they have arrived at an important point in the lesson or the end of a lesson.

· To help organize student learning

To help form a coherent picture and to consolidate.
	Reviewing what students discussed during the gallery walk, what the identifying features of cubism are, and specific art vocabulary terms they used during the project (identifying warm/cool colors and how they create spatial depth in artwork).

	Differentiation  
To modify: If the activity is too advanced for a child, how will you modify it so that they can be successful?

To extend: If the activity is too easy for a child, how will you extend it to develop their emerging skills?
	Modify: Holding a ruler and having students trace horizontal, vertical, and diagonal lines alongside the ruler. Cutting out shape templates for the face and body of the jack-o-lantern for the students to trace. Maybe having them use 3-4 lines so there are larger spaces to color in. This would make it easier for them to color outside the lines and build those fine motor skills.
Extend: Break up the pumpkin using more horizontal, vertical, and diagonal lines. Show examples of complicated patterns that students could try to recreate for their pumpkins (clothing pattern, wallpaper, wrapping paper, etc.). Teach them how to blend two different colors by overlapping them. Teaching soft-shading using light to heavy pencil pressure.

· sloppy or unfinished effort on drawing and design, project doesn’t have any patterns

What Went Well with the Lesson:
Creative Process

· The expression of the pumpkins were very whimsical and creative. Students had fun turning the project into somewhat of an abstract experiment. 

· Most of the students finished their projects relatively fast because they worked with crayons. The smaller scale paper helped with that too.
Artistic Product

· The crayons added a really bright color contrast to the pumpkins. It also added to the whimsy of the designs.
· Most of the students were able to understand the contrast between warm and cool colors. 
· Students had a strong technical understanding of how to draw the pumpkin.
Management

· Sticking with management expectations and implementing consequences like timeouts and seating charts. Knowing when students are getting rowdy to the point where a seating chart should be implemented. 

· Time management is getting a little bit easier. Giving students more time to clean up and setting expectations for them to do that properly.

Areas of Improvement: 

Creative Process

· Students did not have a very clear understanding with using a ruler. Most of their lines were very wiggly and some of them chose to freehand rather than draw them properly. Some students also didn’t continue the lines cutting into their pumpkin through the background. Finally, there were a handful of students that divided their pumpkin up into too many lines. This increased their work coloring time by a lot.

· Despite letting students know that the pumpkins should have warm colors and the background should have cool colors, students still mixed colors between the pumpkin and the background. Tim recommended that we separate the warm colors and cool colors into tins so that the students can visually distinguish between warm and cool colors.
Artistic Product

· I wasn’t a huge fan of the crayon look at the end. I felt like it made the end product look a little messy and rushed. But we made the decision to have them work with crayon because it would’ve taken them too long for them to work in colored pencil.
Management
· Second grade overall was a super chatty group. Lots of time-outs and seating charts for behavioral issues. Even then, students were still very chatty. This was reflective in some of their projects, especially if they didn’t finish their project on time. 
Future Considerations

· Have students paint the background with wet-on-wet watercolor for the background and do crayon patterns for the pumpkin, or vice versa.

· If the projects were bigger and students were working with oil pastels, would the projects have more attention to detail?

· Provide students with a worksheet that includes a variety of patterns so they can get some ideas for their project. 
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
