Title: Mixed Media Snowman


Lesson #: 2

After watching “The Value Song”, students will be able to identify cool colors and tints in children’s book illustrations about winter.

After watching a demo on mixing white and blue tempera paint, students will be able to create a snowman with three tints of blue tempera paint.

After finishing their painting, students will be able to design the face, arms, and clothing of their snowman using construction paper, scissors, and glue.

	Mixed Media Snowman

	Approx. Time and Materials

Materials:

· Blue and white tempera paint

· Kid-friendly paint palettes

· Paint brushes

· Water container

· Construction paper, one color for each color group (purple, teal, light blue)

	Anticipatory Set
The “hook” to grab students’ attention. These are actions and statements by the teacher to relate the experiences of the students to the objectives of the lesson, To put students into a receptive frame of mind.

	Day 1:
Learning Target: All students will be able to paint a snowman using white and light blue. 

Preparation
· Pour white and blue paint into paint palettes (one set per table group)
Introduction (5 min.)
· Explain to students that they will be making a snowman for their project. During a discussion, have students explain what features and characteristics a snowman has.
· Students watch “The Value Song” and “Sneezy the Snowman.” Afterwards, students explain how and where tints and cool colors were used in “Sneezy the Snowman.” Alternative to save time: show illustrations of winter scenes from children’s books and have them identify tints and cool colors in the illustrations.

Demonstration (5 min.)
· Students gather around the demonstration table. Explain to them that they need to take a step back from the table and to not sit in the chairs so everyone can see.

· Paint three white circles (big to small) with white tempera paint on the colored construction paper to create the snowman’s body. Also, make sure to paint the snowy ground with white paint. Paint dots of white on the background of the paper to make snowflakes falling down.

· Barely dip the paintbrush into blue paint and show students the amount. Explain to them that a dot is a lot. Mix the blue dot with the bottom circle to make a dark blue. Use the remaining mixed blue paint on the brush to mix into the middle white circle. 

· When the painting is finished, carry the painting with two hands underneath it (so paint doesn’t drip and doesn’t get on anyone’s clothes) and walk it to the drying rack. Teacher will help put the paintings away.

Work Time (25 min.)
Clean-Up (5 min.)
· Review clean-up procedures. Carry painting to drying rack, put away brushes in water container, wash hands, wipe down tables
· Pick line leaders and dismiss table groups

Day 2:

Learning Target: All students will be able to cut and glue construction paper to make snowman face and clothes.
Preparation:

· Cut 2”x2” and 3”x3” construction paper squares for hats, scarves, carrot, and mittens. Punch holes in black paper for dots.
Demonstration (3 min.)

· Showing students how to cut and glue construction paper squares into snowman decorations for scarves, hats, carrot nose, eyes, mouth, buttons, arms, and mittens

Work Time (29 min.)
Clean-Up: (3 min.)

· Throw away paper scraps

· Put away glue. (with cap on) and scissors
Closing Critique Discussion (5 min.)

· see closure activity

	Closure
Those actions or statements by a teacher that are designed to bring a lesson presentation to an appropriate conclusion. Used to help students bring things together in their own minds, to make sense out of what has just been taught. “Any Questions? No. OK, let’s move on” is not closure. Closure is used:

· To cue students to the fact that they have arrived at an important point in the lesson or the end of a lesson.

	Differentiation

	Modify:
Painting—have paint pre-mixed for students with gross motor skill issues, draw a circle and have them paint within the lines
Construction Paper—have shapes pre-cut for them so they can focus on gluing, have them only glue down three shapes (hat, scarf, carrot, etc.), they can draw the eyes, mouth, and buttons with crayons

Painting—push students to make sure they have a smooth gradation of light blue values to white between the three painted circles

	N (Nothing): 

· Paint and Construction paper: No project or statement turned in, project is incomplete

· Studio Behavior, Clean-Up, and Critique: Missing class, class time was not used for making art, confrontational attitude towards other students and/or teacher, did not help clean the classroom, did not participate in class discussion
PP (Partially Proficient): 

· Painting and Construction Paper: sloppy or unfinished craftsmanship with too much blue mixed into white, choppy construction paper cutting
· Studio Behavior, Clean-Up, and Critique: not following instructions, not paying attention during instructions, confrontational attitude towards other students and/or teacher, did not help clean the classroom, did not participate in class discussions
P (Proficient): 

· Painting and Construction Paper: snowman has three circles with at least two different colors of blue, construction paper decorations have clean cuts, snowman has a scarf, hat, arms, mittens, face, and buttons
· Studio Behavior, Clean-Up, and Critique: followed directions, worked well with others, used materials respectfully, cleaned up after own mess, participated in class discussion


 What Went Well
 Creative Process and Management
· Students developed a little bit of technical knowledge in mixed media materials, specifically paper collage, dried beans/corn, and painting with mixed colors (blue + white). 

· Overall, the students did a pretty good job with the painting portion of it. They mixed blue with white by painting three white circles and mixing a dot of blue into each circle. This prevented them from mentally figuring out how to mix tints on a palette and having the teacher do it for them. The students were also fairly careful with their painting. Not much paint got onto the tables, floor, or chairs.

· Emphasizing the “dot is a lot” philosophy with gluing was important with this project. We put a large dollop of glue on a piece of blue scrap paper and had students wipe their shapes onto the sheet. This was a better option than having them do small dots and having them wipe them with their fingers (students didn’t really want to get their hands dirty). Though some students had to go back and add a little bit more glue, this was a good strategy for gluing and cleanliness.
· Students wiped their hands after the glue dried off or used a paper towel to wipe off wet glue. This saved a lot of time for clean-up so students had more time to work.

· There were a couple of students that had a hard time with cutting and drawing snowman accessories and requested that I helped them. I told them that they needed to make their drawings first before I helped them. Though they pouted about this at first, they were proud of themselves when I told them that they were doing fine.

· We made visual examples of how to draw a nose, hat, arms, mittens, and scarves. Most of the students learned how to make their own drawings of these accessories without my help because they had a visual reference.
Artistic Product

· The mixed media appearance of the work turned out really well. The end result turned out very eclectic, and it was a very high success rate project for most students that finished it. The snowmen not only showed technical expertise with cutting and gluing, but they also exhibited a quirky personality that reflected each students’ artistic voice.

· Even if some students were a little heavy-handed with the blue paint, it was disguised with the paper collaged snowman accessories. What this means is that students were able to create work that disguised their process-based mistakes and technical painting challenges.
· A few students got creative with the amount of accessories they cut and glued. One girl made four hats for her snowman. Another girl made a patchwork skirt and pink eyebrows. These were examples of risk-taking with the project.
What Didn’t Go Well

Creative Process and Management
· As stated above, some students were very heavy-handed with dipping a blue dot of paint into their white. They also had a few blue circles that were too dark or were the same color. 

· Students had some challenges learning how to slip their projects into the drying rack. I needed to assist them, especially because the projects were drooping from so much paint.

· Some students had a hard time understanding that they shouldn’t run with their projects while trying to put them away. They also needed to be careful with the people around them. One kid neglected both of these considerations, causing his project to fly up on his shirt and get paint all over himself. Luckily, mixing soap into the paint makes it easier for it to come out.
Artistic Product

· I wouldn’t change anything about the product. I think they turned out pretty good,
Future Considerations

· For the visual reference of all the snowman accessories, I would draw each shape on a square or rectangular piece of paper and tape it on the board so students knew how much space to fill up.

· Model for students how to carry, walk, and put their project into the drying rack each day so students understand the protocols.
· Model the amount of blue dot they should have with a picture and maybe have them practice on another sheet of paper. Then again, it’s probably an issue that I can’t control too much with first grade.
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
