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Title: Painted Jack-o-lantern



Lesson #: 1
Content Standard(s) addressed by this lesson:

After discussing the cultural background of the jack-o-lantern design and watching the teacher demonstration, students will be able to design a jack-o-lantern using mixed black crayon and orange tempera paint.

After cutting and gluing their pumpkin onto black paper, students will be able to identify the emotions they see in their classmate’s jack-o-lantern projects and how it makes them feel to look at them.

	Painted Jack-o-lantern

	Approx. Time and Materials

	Time: 2 days
Materials:

· White construction paper

· Black crayons

· Orange tempera paint

· Water

· Yogurt tins for water and paint

· Paint brushes

· Scissors

· Black construction paper

· Glue sticks

	Anticipatory Set

	What’s a big holiday that’s coming up at the end of the month? Halloween
What do we like to do to celebrate Halloween? Dress up as spooky creatures and collect candy.
What do people like to do to pumpkins during Halloween? Carve them to make Jack-o-lanterns.

Today, we are going to be making our own paper jack-o-lanterns.

	Day 1:
Total Class Time: 40 minutes
Learning Target: I can draw my jack-o-lantern’s body and face using black crayon and I can paint my jack-o-lantern with orange paint. This means that I know the basic shapes of a jack-o-lantern’s face and body, and I know how to paint within the lines of an object.
Initial Prep Time:

· Put all large black crayons in a separate container
· Pour orange tempera paint in yogurt cups and put 3-4 paintbrushes in each cup per table

· Place one water tin at each table for washing brushes and watering down paints

Teacher Introduction and Demonstration:

· Time: 5 minutes

· Discuss what a jack-o-lantern is and why it is associated with Halloween (see anticipatory set)

· Discuss with students what basic shapes make up the body and face of a jack-o-lantern. Also, discuss with them what kinds of emotions a jack-o-lantern’s carved face usually has (goofy, happy, sad, angry, scared, etc.)

· Draw the body, ribs, stem, and face of the jack-o-lantern with black crayon

· Dip paintbrush in tempera paint and water it down to create a watercolor wash. Use thicker paint to outline the ribs.

· Explain to students that they need to roll up their sleeves when they paint, and that it’s important to not get their paint on their faces, clothes, or other people’s projects. 

· Use green or brown crayons to color in the stem.

· Carry the project over to the drying rack with both hands supporting the underside of it. Slip it into the drying rack. Wash brushes in the water tin with a little bit of soap. Wash hands in soapy water bucket (on the other side of the classroom) at the end of class.

Student Work Time:

· Time: 30 min.
Clean-up:

· See teacher demonstration protocol

· When students are done washing their hands, they can help put away materials and wipe down tables if there is paint on them.

Day 2: 

Total Class Time: 40 minutes
Learning Target: I can cut out my pumpkin and glue it onto black paper. This means that I know how to cut a round shape and use a glue stick appropriately.
Initial Prep Time:

· Taking out scissor bin and black construction paper

· Uncap all glue sticks and making sure that they are not screwed up too high

Teacher demonstration:

· Time: 5 minutes

· Discuss safe scissor use—carry the scissors with blades pointing down and clasped in fists. Walking back to the table rather than running.

· Explain and show that students should cut their pumpkin out by following the black outline they drew. They should try their best not to cut into the design or too far outside of it. Also, tell them to cut using the back end of the scissors rather than the front tips. Turn the paper while you’re cutting to get a rounded look.

· Explain to students that they will not be screwing the glue stick up too high or else it will break and ruin the stick. Doing so means that their project will be taken away and they will be put on time out for two minutes.

· Drag the glue stick across the edge of the pumpkin, not the inside. Make sure that there are dark purple streaks rather than light ones. Flip it over and make sure that the pumpkin is placed in the middle of the black paper. Flip the black paper over and rub everything down with the back end of their fists. Have them write their names on the back of the drawing and turn it in.

Student Work Time:

· Time: 20 minutes
Clean-Up:
· Time: 5 minutes

· Pick up paper scraps and throw them away in the purple recycling bin

· Put caps on all glue sticks 

· Pick line leaders and dismiss tables that are quiet. Make sure that all students have “hugs and bubbles” before they leave

Closure statements:

	Closure
Those actions or statements by a teacher that are designed to bring a lesson presentation to an appropriate conclusion. Used to help students bring things together in their own minds, to make sense out of what has just been taught. “Any Questions? No. OK, let’s move on” is not closure. Closure is used:

· To cue students to the fact that they have arrived at an important point in the lesson or the end of a lesson.

· To help organize student learning

To help form a coherent picture and to consolidate.
	Review the basic shapes that were used to create their pumpkin.
Gallery walk discussion: what kinds of faces are our class jack-o-lanterns making? Happy, sad, funny, angry, scary, etc.?

What important art skills did we just learn doing this project? Drawing a pumpkin, painting within the lines, cutting a round shape, and gluing our drawing onto another piece of paper.

	Differentiation  
To modify: If the activity is too advanced for a child, how will you modify it so that they can be successful?

To extend: If the activity is too easy for a child, how will you extend it to develop their emerging skills?
	Modify: Having basic Spanish terms for supplies so students know where to locate them. Painting an outline around the edge of the pumpkin so students have another “barrier” for painting in the middle. Holding the paper and turning it for them while they cut (in case they are not used to holding scissors). Having a pumpkin template for students to trace if they have special needs.
Extend: Asking students to mix orange with a little bit of brown to make darker values on the pumpkin (specifically for the ribs), asking students if they want to experiment with making more complicated facial expressions for their jack-o-lantern (showing them examples from the internet).

What Went Well with the Lesson:
Creative Process

· About three-quarters of the students were able to successfully cut their pumpkin out and follow the lines of their drawing. They were also able to include all the facial features of the jack-o-lantern with minimal assistance.

· There was some messy painting with the watered-down tempera paint (some students painting outside of the lines) but nobody spilled it onto the table. 
Artistic Product

· After the project was cut out, craftsmanship looked really clean. All of the drawings had recognizable jack-o-lantern features, yet still had the quirky individuality of each artist.
· Blue group used crayons to color in their projects instead of paints due to paint shortage that day. They could use any of the warm colors. What was effective about it was that students experimented with color mixing and color saturation that looked pretty good.
Management

· Following through with behavior management protocols, like implementing time-outs if students are being too rowdy and following directions. 

Areas of Improvement/Lesson Changes:

Creative Process

· Students had a hard time understanding how much pressure they needed to put onto the glue stick when they glued down. Even when gluing the outside edges, the glue would dry too fast for them to secure their pumpkin drawing onto the paper. This caused a lot of projects to peel off, which left me spending a lot of time regluing their projects. I need to work with them on understanding the tactile experience of pushing their glue stick down without ruining it. The students also needed to work on gluing their projects down faster.

· Some of the students had really sloppy paint jobs and painted way outside the lines with giant puddles. It’s important to emphasize quantity of paint to work with and when it’s too much paint.
Artistic Product

· Blue group used crayons to color in their projects instead of paints due to paint shortage that day. Only a quarter of these projects actually looked really cool. Otherwise, the marks were really scratchy. Students didn’t have much concept about filling in the white parts of the paper. 
· Would this project look cooler if it were done with a wet-on-wet watercolor technique? Would that be more appropriate for first grade (not ruining watercolor tins)?

Management

· This group had a tendency to be chatty and make noises the second that the room went quiet. It was hard for them to not talk after being instructed not to.

· Despite me explaining them not to lean on the table and crowd the space, students did so anyway. Because of this, students whined about not being able to see my work. This might come down to repetition of routine and understanding what appropriate behavior looks like during demos.

· There were a couple of students that had really unruly behavior with following directions. These were students that needed phone calls home. We also had students that made noises during time outs but cried and pitched a fit when we forced them to move their seats. If they don’t have a lot of structured rules at home and parents let them get away with a lot, it’s important to engage and persist with consequences so students don’t emotionally manipulate me.
Future Considerations

· There were a group of students that used crayon instead of paint because the substitute made them cut their projects and glue them down before painting (she couldn’t find the tempera paint). To differentiate for this situation, we asked our students to use warm colored crayons to fill up the space. I ended up liking the effect of having all three warm colors intermingle together on one pumpkin. I would consider making that a component of this project with watered down tempera paint. I would have to differentiate instruction so students would be able to understand not to go overboard with each color. I could also have them make line or shape patterns in the background with crayons.

· I was also considering that students could paint mini pumpkins white and warm colors with tempera paint/acrylic paint. Then, they could do black dot art on the top of it to represent Yayoi Kusama’s art.
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
