Title: Winter Blasts

Lesson #: 2
Content Standard(s) addressed by this lesson:

After watching a demonstration on how to draw cool colored snowflakes and spirals (representing wind), students will be able to create their own drawing of snowflakes and spirals using cool colored oil pastels.

After watching a demonstration on applying tissue paper and glitter to their projects, students will be able to design a background for their winter blast project.

· Giant Crayola oil pastels (only pull out the cool colors)

· Cool colored tissue paper (blue, green, purple)

· Plastic water containers

· Paint brushes

	Anticipatory Set

	Day 1:

Learning Target: I can draw snowflakes and spirals with cool colored oil pastels.
Preparation:

· Fill plastic bowls with cool colored oil pastels, preventing students from working with warm colors
Introduction (3 min.)
· Have students name the cool colors and why we see cool colors in winter.

· Have students describe winter (How do we know it’s winter? What do we see? What does winter feel like? What does it sound like?)
Demonstration (2 min.)

· Work on the drawing on the board rather than having them gather around the demonstration table.

· Write name, grade, and color group on the back of the paper

· Draw snowflakes and spirals on sample construction paper with cool colors
Work Time (28 min.)
· Students should write their names on their projects before they get oil pastels
Clean-Up (2 min.)
· put away oil pastels in the tins
· look for oil pastels on the floor and put them away
· collect projects and stack them on teacher’s desk
Closing Activity (5 min.)
· Watch “A Snowflake: A Winter’s Story” (https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=cky-c4J3kZg). If there’s time, discuss where they saw cool colors, snowflakes, and spirals in the illustrations.

· Pick line leaders and dismiss students that are sitting quietly.
Day 2

Learning Target: I can put tissue paper, glue, and glitter onto my drawing to make the background.
Preparation:

· No prep
Demonstration (5 min.)
· Have students gather around the demonstration table. They need to take a step back from the table and not sit in chairs (hot lava). Explain that not doing so will prevent them from seeing what’s going on.

· Draw an “x” with water and a paintbrush on the paper

· Tear up tissue paper and place them on the paper

· Apply drips of paint onto each piece. Watch it bleed.

· In stations, show them how to do a liquid glue spiral. At the next station, have them tap glitter onto their project.

· Carry it to the drying rack. Show them how to slip it onto the flat watercolor drying rack.
Work Time (32 min.)
· After students are finished putting their tissue paper on, they will meet at stations, stand in line, and apply glue/glitter with teacher supervision.
· If there is time after work time and clean-up, students can watch a video of a children’s book about winter.
Clean-Up (3 min.)
· Pick up scrap tissue paper and throwing it away
· Cleaning the tables with paper towels
· Closure activity for review (see closure section)
· Pick line leaders and dismiss table groups that are sitting quietly

	Closure
Those actions or statements by a teacher that are designed to bring a lesson presentation to an appropriate conclusion. Used to help students bring things together in their own minds, to make sense out of what has just been taught. “Any Questions? No. OK, let’s move on” is not closure. Closure is used:

· To cue students to the fact that they have arrived at an important point in the lesson or the end of a lesson.

· To help organize student learning

To help form a coherent picture and to consolidate.
	Reviewing how cool colors relate to winter, thinking about the five senses (sight, sound, smell, touch, taste).

	Differentiation  
To modify: If the activity is too advanced for a child, how will you modify it so that they can be successful?

	Modify:
Drawing: guide the students’ hand and draw the shapes if they are having a hard time with motor skills. Teacher can also draw the shapes, students can pick the colors, and they can guide the teacher’s hand to draw them.

Tissue Paper: Same as the drawing, mostly letting the students guide the teacher’s hand to create the X

Extend:

Drawing: have students include fallen leaves with warm colors, create a second one that continues off the first one to create a panorama
Tissue Paper: having them cut shapes that relate to winter (organic or geometric)

What Went Well
Creative Process

· Though students had some challenges with drawing the snowflakes, I drew how to draw a snowflake in a step-by-step fashion. I also had them hold the top of my hand while I draw a snowflake so they could watch and feel the motions of my oil pastel marks. Finally, they copied a snowflake after they watched me draw one on their paper. This built up their confidence to draw them on their own.

· Students had a basic understanding of overlapping spirals and snowflakes with different colors.

· ECE students did way better than I expected handling materials. They did not pile up or crumple tissue paper on their projects. They were also the group that needed the least amount of help with drawing snowflakes. This included both English and ESL student groups.

· Students used large Crayola oil pastels and large paintbrushes to complete the project. This way, they were able to do all the drawing and painting without focusing too heavily on developing fine motor skills.

Artistic Product

· The mixed media approach to this project created a very abstract, conceptual appearance. All of the materials were also very user-friendly for ECE and Kindergarten students.

· By using wet tissue paper, students got a chance to work with watercolor without actually messing with any paint. After the wet tissue paper was removed, it created a watercolor-like stain. 

· All students (ECE and K) were able to successfully draw snowflakes and spirals. Some students took risks by experimenting with compositional arrangement with these shapes. For example, one student wanted to create a winter blast bouquet design by drawing snowflakes and spirals in a radial symmetry pattern. 

· Adding glitter spirals with glue created an interesting foreground, middle ground, background relationship with all the mixed media components. It also engages the space. The only thing I would change is using blue glitter. Using red, green, and gold glitter looks a little too Christmas-y.

Management

· There were really no management issues with ECE students. Not only did they use their materials appropriately, but they also finished their work with minimal clean-up responsibilities. Kindergarten had more issues with clean-up.

· I implemented the “three strikes” rule for time outs and seating charts when Kindergarten was being rowdy. I stuck through with a time-out amount and increasing the length if students did not follow the time out rules. After the third time out warning, I wanted to be sensitive and honor students that were quiet and working. I rewarded that by having those students work on their projects while the other students sat in time out and watched. They received their work if they were quiet during the time out. This strategy worked because the students in time out were jealous of students that worked on their projects. They also liked the project enough that they had an incentive to get it done by being quiet.

· Writing down the learning targets and having students read them aloud gave them a chance to work on their literacy skills (especially the ESL students).

Areas of Improvement

Creative Process

· Students had a very hard time differentiating between warm colors and cool colors, even though we reviewed it with them. With ECE students, we removed all of the cool colors out of the containers so they didn’t get confused. We thought that Kindergarten students would be able to spot out the cool colors without having to remove them, but there were still students that wanted to draw with warm colors. Overall, we should’ve taken out all the colors in advance.

· Kindergarteners had a harder time understanding that they needed to rip their tissue paper shapes into smaller sizes. They also wanted to stack their shapes on top of each other, obscuring their designs. And they crumpled the tissue paper on top rather than painting it down flat with water (this could’ve been an attempt to create 3-D relief). ECE students did not have this issue. They took their time ripping and painting their tissue paper flat.
· Working with the glitter spirals was hugely messy, even though we had a good system for clean-up. Even though the end result looked awesome, I’m not sure if the clean-up is totally worth it.

Artistic Product

· Again, Kindergarten students needed to understand that they needed to rip their tissue papers into smaller shapes and paint them down flat. This would’ve left white space for their projects to show through.

· The ECE students had a stronger artistic product than the kindergarten students. The projects seemed to look a lot better when the white space was filled with wet tissue paper ink. They seemed to have a better grasp of filling the negative space with color than kindergarten, who laid very sparse and large pieces of tissue paper haphazardly. There were more examples of exceptional work from the ECE group than the Kindergarten group.

Management

· There were a few Kindergarten groups that had a very challenging time with getting focused and on-task. Lots of very distracting behavior, whining at each other, and talking while I was talking. This led to multiple time-outs and a seating chart. Ultimately, these groups were behind on their projects. We had to accommodate for that so students could learn the consequences of No Nonsense Nurturing.

Future Considerations

· Taking out cool colored pastels only
· Watching students more closely to see if they are tearing the tissue paper into smaller pieces
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
